report any maintenance, safety, and cleanliness concerns to the Athletic Director.

® Report student records for end-of-season and end-of-year awards to the Athletic Director

e Support the college and university recruitment process for interested student-athletes in
partnership with the Athletic Director, the Head of Upper School, and the Director of College

Counseling.
